Objectives for the Lab on Jan. 18, 01:

Learn the MS Access database environment though the following steps:

(1) Download a sample database file “lab1DB.mdb” from the web at http://www.cs.ucf.edu/courses/cgs2545-spr2001/lab/ ; save it on your own floppy or in the c:\temp directory of the PC in the lab.

(2) Start Access under MS Office, open the downloaded sample database.

(3) View the various tables within the database (there are 4 such tables), in their design view and by opening the tables for the contents.

(4) Study the different data types for the database fields.

(5) Create a new table named “lab1Shippers” with three fields: shipperID (a number type), companyName (text type), and phone (text type).  Save the table design.

(6) Populate the lab1Shippers table with 3 records: 1, Speedy Express, (503) 555-9831; 2, United Package, (503) 555-3199; and 3, Federal Shipping, (503) 555-9931.  Save the table.

(7) Under the “Tools” option on the menu bar, click on relationship to view how the existing tables (except the lab1Shippers table) are related via one-to-many relationships.
