Professional riders use specific bikes for specific events. Time trial biles being the most specialized with highly asrodynamic builds and disk wheels often used on the rear wheel. Bikes built for climbing are extremely
lightweight while bilkees built for sprinting or rougher roads are somewhat heavier. A standard professional bike weighs between 14 and 18 pounds. Today moest bilke frames are made from carbon fiber as are many of the
components and wheels. Typical cost is between 56000 and S20.000 USD per biks. Some of the top bilee builders are:
