Execution Points (50 points)
Each of the 5 given test cases is 10 points. Feel free to give partial credit on a test case as you see fit.

Code Points (20 pts)

Used parallel arrays - 5 pts

Tried to utlize priority levels - 5 pts

Has some sort of sorting mechanism - 5 pts

Wrote to a file - 5 pts

Coding Style + Documentation (30 pts)

Header comment - 2 pts

Internal comments - 6 pts

Use of constants - 2 pts
Use of functions - 15 pts (please give partial credit here, only award full credit if there's a very good break down of functions, give partial credit as you see fit)

Main comment for each function - 5 pts (each function should have some sort of comment describing what it does. These comments do NOT have to be in the form of a pre and post condition.)

General note: Please record the score as an integer. To ensure this, never take off fractional points, either take a point off or don't. A good way to balance this out is if you see a two mistakes worth .5 points each, just take off 1 point for 1 of them.

When you give the students comments, just tell them how much you took off and for what. This means telling them WHICH test cases failed – you can just say the problem name and the test case by letter in this document. Also, include your initials at the end of your comment so students know who graded their assignment.
