Weeks 1-2 (Aug. 22 – Sept. 2)

Exchange group contact information

Help each other download the compiler and get “Hello World” compiling and running.
Write one or two programs that involve the following:

a) Printing information out


b) Reading in data from the user


c) Calculating some result from that data

You can either meet and do this, or do this alone, and send your program to other group members for critique.

If you have difficulty coming up with your own ideas for programs, try using #1, #2, #3, #4 or #5 from the practice programs under the link “Short Practice Programs” off the course web page.

Weeks 3 – 4 (Sept. 6 – Sept 16)

Agree on a practice program to do that involves if statements. Have each group member try the programs separately. If anyone gets stuck, try to get help from someone else in the group. When everyone is done, trade solutions and discuss the different ways in which each of you chose to solve the problem.

Do the same for a practice program for loops.

Weeks 5 – 6 (Sept. 19 – Sept 30)
