Presentation Evaluation
Issues to consider:

1. Organization of presentation: Was the presentation well organized so that you understood what to expect and the pieces flowed together well?

2. Content and summary: Completeness and clarity? Goal, motivation, method, results, conclusions?

3. Review: Were points (positive or negative) relevant and not trivial? Did the presenter give adequate support for his or her comments?

4. Visual aids: Were visual aids effective? Did they improve the clarity of the presentation?

5. Presenter’s style: Was there interaction with audience, e.g. good eye contact? Voice volume effective? Were there repeated phrases, e.g. “Um”?
