AP Computer Science Homework: Simplified Poker (Debugging!)

Rules of Simplified Poker

The player is dealt five cards from an ordinary deck of cards. After the cards are dealt, they are presented with their cards and asked which ones they want to exchange. They can choose any subset of cards to discard at this step. After this, they draw new cards to replace the ones they have discarded so that they have five cards again.

From here, we will simply check if they have either

(a) Four of a Kind

(b) Full House

The first means that of their five cards, four are of the same kind (twos, threes, etc.)

A full house means that you have three cards of one kind and two cards of a different kind. For example, a hand with 3 Kings and 2 Sevens is a Full House.

Your program will print out one of the three messages:

(1) You have four of a kind!

(2) You have a full house!

(3) You have nothing, sorry.

Your job

To debug and comment the faulty solution that is posted online.

Maintain a Word doc with all the fixes you’ve made and how you figured them out. (Write down the error message, how you caught the error, and how you fixed it.)

As you change the files to make them work, add comments for each section.
