Scruples

Directions:  There are several "dilemmas" listed below. Everyone in your group should decide whether their answer is yes or no to each of the dilemmas. If there are differences in your answers, (and even if there are not), I want you to figure out why  you disagree. Consider your background, your parents' views, etc. See if you can pinpoint the root of the difference in values and morals you have with your group members, in relation to the various dilemmas. Also, after you are done going through these, come up with a couple situations where the law, your religion and your ethics disagree as to the right course of action.

1) You're a cop. You happen to pull over your neighbor's son for speeding in a school zone. He isn't being reckless at all, but was speeding nonetheless. Do you let him go with a verbal warning?

2) Your teenager tells you in confidence that a friend is experimenting with cocaine, but that it is not yet affecting his school performance, etc. The friend's parents are unaware of this. Do you tell the parents? Does your answer change if the drug is different?

3) Would you accept a job that involves testing on live animals? (This pays significantly more, about $10,000/yr. than any of your other offers.)

4) You publish a newspaper. One of your reporters finds out that a political figure who happens to be a good friend of yours is involved in a major scandal. Do you publish the story?

5) You're an executive looking for an assistant. Your former boss is the best applicant for the position, but you are not too fond of him/her. Would you hire this ex-boss? (You are confident that your second choice would do a competent job.)

6) You're a ref. During a break, you find out that you made an incorrect call against one team. After the break do you become more lenient against calling penalties against that team?

7) You have been accused of discriminating against hiring women at your company. A new position opens up and the best male candidate has slightly better qualifications for the job than the best female candidate. Do you give the job to the female anyway?

8)Your father is having an affair that your mother doesn't know about. Do you tell her?

9)You are engaged to be married, but your fiancee demands that you no longer keep in touch with an ex that you are best friends with. Do you end the friendship with the ex?

10) You are a doctor. When you are driving home you see a serious accident. You are not covered for malpractice in this particular instance however. Do you stop to provide medical care until an ambulance arrives?
