Although isolated, there still exist many groups of people in the world that live in a strikingly different manner than we do in "western civilization." The United States was full of indigenous people who lived differently before Europeans "colonized" the Americas. Of course, as you well know, European disease and guns killed most of those indigenous people. However, a few of those indigenous groups survive in small numbers on reservations. Most of these groups retain at least some of their previous cultural practices that are distinct from "western civilization."
