Tracing a Conversation

Due: 2/8/02

You must either tape record or a conversation or record a written version of a conversation between two or more people. (I suggest using IM for the latter.) Trace all the different topics of conversation in a graph. What idea ‘changed’ a topic? Was there a clear ‘bridge’ between topics? If so, what was it? Write a brief paragraph discussing what your recorded conversation may imply about how you learn/store information? (Note: If several of you choose the same conversation you may share the recording or IM transcript of the conversation, but please do your own write up.) 

Do NOT turn in a recording or the entire transcript of your conversation! Rather, just turn in a chart or graph that traces the flow of topics, along with the answers to the questions above.

Cold ( Speaking of cold, I have to go to the mall and buy a new sweater, ciao…
