Several scenarios are written below. For each scenario, answer the posed questions.

1) You made plans to be with your significant other. Two hours before, they call you and tell you that their friends invited them to hang out tonight. They really want to go and ask you if it's okay. How do you respond? What do you really mean?

2) After trying on many outfits, you find one you want, but need a second opinion. You ask a friend and they say, "You look fine!" What do you think they actually mean by that?

3) Bill asks Alice what her favorite flower is, since he knows Valentine's Day is coming up. She responds, "I like all flowers!" What does Alice mean?

4) Alice asks Bill what's wrong when he seems more quiet than usual. He says, "nothing." What does Bill mean?

5) Imagine that you've just found out that you won a great prize for something that you have done. (For example, winning the MVP of a tournament, or a scholarship for a story you wrote.) When you go to visit your friend who you haven't seen yet, you find out that they have had a very bad day. (For example, they found out that they won't be able to attend the college they wanted to due to extenuating circumstances.) What are some of the first things you say to your friend? How do you think he/she perceived what you said?
6) Your child has just brought home a report card with 2 C's. You know for a fact that he/she is far more intelligent than those grades indicate. This is the first time his/her grades have been this low. (Before, he/she never got more any C's.) What do you tell them initially? Why do you choose to tell them what you did?
