TOK Make-Up Assignments

If you are missing the fallacies exercise, do what we did in class that day:

Write about a disagreement you have had with your parents recently. List the justifications given by your parents for their view and your justifications for your opposing view. What fallacies did you both use?

Otherwise, you may have one or two other “things” to make up. If you only have one to make up, you may choose which of the two assignments below to do. Otherwise, if you have two assignments to make up, do both of the assignments below. Make sure I get these by Friday, May 11th.

Make Up Assignment #1: Go to a place/event that you feel is beautiful. Describe your experience there and explain why you think it is beautiful. What past experiences/influences would make someone else think that the place/event you chose is beautiful also?

Make Up Assignment #2: Many people feel that upper level mathematics is useless – at least to them. Pick a seemingly useless mathematics concept (complex numbers, integrals, etc.) and find someone who makes use of that mathematics in their daily job. Interview them and find out why they need that piece of mathematics to do their job, and how that affects the larger operation of the business/company for which they work.
