· When one determines if something is valid or invalid, they are describing arguments, not simple statements. 
· If only one thing in their statement in false, the whole statement is invalid.

For instance: When people say there are people on other planets because in the universe there are many galaxies.  In each galaxy, there are many solar systems; within each solar system, there are many planets.  Since Earth has this many inhabitants, then each planet must have this many inhabitants.  

· Syllogism: a deductive argument.  For example: All mammals have hair.  Bob is a mammal, thus he has hair.

· Fallacy: an invalid argument. (Look on pgs.129-134 for fallacies)  

· Ex: All P is Q             
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      Some P is Q
