3.  Renaissance has a more positive view of man (individualism)

4.  education

5.  humanism

This was changed by:

1.  Printing press:  Knowledge can be spread (*bible being read)

2.  The influence of the church went down

3.  The technology improved (compass, telescope, firearms)

Discoveries during this time:

1.  Newton: Inertia; father of physics until Einstein

2.  Galileo: Marble; moon has mountains; Jupiter has moons

3.  Copernicus: Heliocentric view

4.  Kepler: The planets took an elliptical path around the moon
