Details

1) The cost of the museum is $1.00. I will collect this from everyone in the morning at 9 am, during breakfast. (I will be bringing a light breakfast for everyone.)

2) Dr. Moore is a physics professor at Rollins who researches the physics behind musical instruments. Each summer, he has a number of undergraduate students assisting him. He and his students will talk about their work and dispel some common misconceptions about scientific research.

3) You may either bring a bag lunch or bring money to eat lunch on park avenue. Due to the time frame, please do not go to a full service sit-down restaurant. (Any place with salads and sandwiches, etc. should be fine.)

4) You are to arrive at the museum promptly at 12:00 pm. 

5) At the museum you will view a video about the collection, take a tour with a docent, and view the works in the museum on your own, quietly. Nearly all of the pieces are done by Louis Comfort Tiffany, the son of the founder of the famous jewelry company.

6) Rather than walking all the way back to Rollins to discuss the Art Museum, we'll try to find some shade in the park nearby. Bring sheets to sit on. (Not everyone has to do this, but at least five of you should.)
