Homework Assignment #8: Fun with Magnets

Magnet sets of words (sometimes with a particular theme) allow users to make arbitrary phrases by concatenating magnets, each with single words on them, next to each other. You will allow your user a similar type of flexibility in creating a "phrase." Your user will start with an empty String. At this point, prompt the user with the following options:

1) Concatenate a string to the beginning of the current string.

2) Concatenate a string to the end of the current string.

3) Turn the string into all uppercase characters.

4) Turn the string into all lowercase characters.

5) Replace all occurences of one character with another character.

6) Print out final string and Quit

If the user chooses options 1 or 2, prompt them for the String they would like concatenated. If the user chooses option 5, prompt them for which character they would like to change, and what character they would like to change it to. Finally, show the user their current string right before prompting them with the menu. The user should be able to continually edit their String until they choose option 6.
