RUNNING RIOT is awarded to any player who has achieved between 10 kills and 14 kills inclusive.

RAMPAGE is awarded to any player who has achieved at least 15 kills.

The Input
The input will consist 4 integers, separated by lines. Each integer represents the number of kills that each player made. As none of Robert’s friends are n00bs, it is guaranteed that each player has gotten at least 5 kills.

The Output
Output should be as follows:
