The Problem
You are an avid collector of Pokemon cards, but unfortunately on your way back to the BHCSI you sneezed, dropped your binder, and scattered all of your Pokemon cards everywhere. 

Being an obsessive-compulsive person, you need to re-sort your cards now, first by name, (ignoring case), then by HP, then by attack. This means that if you have two cards with the same name, the card with the lower HP comes first. If you have two cards with the same name and HP, the card with the lower attack comes first.

The Input
Your input will consist of a positive integer n (0 < n < 1000), that tells you how many cards you dropped. Each card will be represented as follows

name
hp
attack

You can be guaranteed that the name consists only of letters and that the hp and attack are both positive integers that are less than 2000. 

The Output
Your output should consist of the same format:

name
hp
attack

with all of the cards in the correct order, separated by tabs.
