Homework Assignment: Walmart

Problem Statement

Write a program that reads information from a file called "walmart.in" and writes out to the screen the following pieces of information:

a) The cheapest item

b) The most expensive item

c) All items that cost less than $20.00

d) All items from the department "Housewares"

Input File Format

The first line of the file will contain a single positive integer n, the number of items in the store. The following n lines will contain information for one item each. Each of these lines will have three pieces of information on them separated by spaces: the name of the item, the department it is in, and its price, in that order. (Prices will be doubles.)

Output Specification

Your first line of output should fit the format:

The cheapest item is X which costs $YY.YY

where X is the name of the item and YY.YY is the price of the item.

The second line of output should fit the format:

The most expensive item is X which costs $YY.YY

where X is the name of the item and YY.YY is the price of the item.

The next line of output should be:

Here are all items below $20.00

The following lines should contain the name and cost of each item that costs less than $20.00 with one item per line.

After this set of output, the next line should be:

Here are all items in housewares

The following lines should contain the name and price of each item in housewares.
