The Problem

Silvia wants to take a trip to Europe, but she realized that she needs to start saving money. Silvia realized that she spends most of her money shopping for music and clothes, which are not basic necessities. Silvia decided to sacrifice shopping for clothes and music, so she can make it to Europe. However, Silvia knows she can’t cut down on shopping completely, so she decided that she will spend half of the average taken from the amount she spent in the past few weeks.

Help Silvia find how much she is allowed to spend shopping in a week.
The Input

The first line of the input consists of a single integer n (1 ≤ n ≤10), where n is the number of weeks. The following n lines each contain the amount in dollars that Silvia spent shopping that week. The amount in dollars spent may not be an integer.
The Output
Output a single line with the following format:

Silvia, you can only spend $X shopping this week if you want to go to Europe.
