The Problem
Given a letter for which to search, and a sentence in which to search for it, determine the  number of times the letter appears. (Note: For the purposes of this problem, lower case and upper case letters are different. Thus, the character 'A' is NOT equal to the character 'a'.)
The Input
The first line of input will contain a single alphabetic character. The second line of input will contain a sentence with that can contain any printable characters, including spaces.
The Output
The first line of output will be of the form
The letter 'X' appears Y times in the text below:
where X is the alphabetic character being searched for and Y is the number of times it appeared in the given text.

The second line of output will be a blank line.

The last line of output will be the given text, in double quotes.

Sample Input
a
A man went to the store.

Sample Output
The letter 'a' appears 1 times in the text below:
A man went to the store.
