Cash Registration
Filename: register
The Problem
You’ve gotten a job managing a local grocery store. Unfortunately, none of your employees can add! You need your cash registers to do all the work for your cashiers. Thankfully, all your prices already include tax, and none of your customers carry change, so they always pay with whole dollars. Write a program that will add up a customer’s order and determine how much change they should receive. 
The Input
The first line of the input will contain a positive, non-zero integer n indicating the number of customers. The next n lines will begin with a single, positive, non-zero integer m indicating the number of items that customer purchased. This will be followed by m positive floating-point values indicating the cost of each item. The line will end with a positive integer value, indicating the amount the customer is paying.
The Output
The output will consist of n lines, one for each customer. Each line should contain a floating-point value for the amount of change the customer should receive. If the customer does not have enough money, instead print the text “I’m sorry, you’re going to have to put something back.” (Note: Do not worry about rounding errors.)
