The Problem 

Oh no! You've crashed your brand new car. Time to tow it to the body shop and call your insurance company. Of course, insurance companies don't always fix the car. If the cost of the repair meets or exceeds the price of the car, your insurance will declare it a 'total loss' and scrap it, buying a new car instead, because it's cheaper.

The Input 

The first line of input will contain a single integer n indicating the number of cases to examine. Each of the next n lines will contain two floating point value indicating an amount of the value of a car and the estimated repair cost, respectively. 

  

The Output 

The output will consist of n lines, either "At least you get a new car." or "We'll have that fixed right up.".
