The Problem

Ashley has decided to make s’mores outside the dorm building. She buys graham crackers, marshmallows, and chocolate bars, then sets them outside on a picnic table. Suddenly Ashley becomes thirsty and has to run inside to grab something to drink. When she returns, she spots a hungry college student stealing some of the food. She chases away the student with a big stick, but is unable to recover the stolen goods.

The Input
The first line will contain an integer, n, which represents the number of students. Each student will be described in the next two lines. The first line for each student will contain a string representing their name (no white space). The second line for each test case will

contain an integer, x, which represents the number of s’mores that particular student has eaten.

The Output

For each test case, print the name of the student and the number of s’mores they ate in the following format:
name ate x s’mores.
