Which Club?

Stephanie is an active member of her high school’s Engineering Team, German Club, and Programming Team.   Stephanie is a key officer in each one and sometimes she has a hard time figuring out which one to go to each week.  To be fair, Stephanie has created a formula for which one to attend. If she has more friends going to one particular club meeting she will attend that one. If there are the same amount of friends going to each meeting, she will pick Engineering Team over German Club and German Club over Programming Team.  Of course, she will always pick Engineering Team over Programming team as well. 

The Problem
Help Stephanie determine which club she will attend.

The Input
[bookmark: _GoBack]The first line of the input file will contain a number, n (1 ≤ n ≤ 100), representing how many weeks you will need to help her determine which club/team to attend. The file’s next n lines will contain the information for each test case.   Each of these lines will contain e (1 ≤ e ≤ 1000), the number of her friends attending the Engineering meeting, followed by g (1 ≤ g ≤ 1000), the number of her friends at the German meeting, followed by p (1 ≤ p ≤ 1000), the number of her friends at the programming meeting. that will tell how many friends that are attending each meeting. The three values on each line will be separated by a space.

The Output
Print out "Engineering Team", "German Club", or "Programming Team" on a line for each case, respectively, depending on which meeting Stephanie should attend for the corresponding week.
