BHCSI Assignment: String Class

To familiarize yourself with the String class you’ll write a short program where you create multiple String objects and call a few of the String class methods on them. Your job will be to figure out which methods and to put everything together!

You will prompt the user for the following items:

1) A string, s1
2) A non-negative integer, k,  representing which character from their string they are choosing

3) A second string, s2
4) A character, c, for which they want to search for in the first string.

Based on these input values, your program should output the following:

1) The character at the kth index of s1.

2) The String resulting from the concatenation of s1 and s2.

3) The index in s1 of the first occurrence of c. (Assume that c is in s1.)

4) The index in s1 of the last occurrence of c. (Assume that c is in s1.)

5) The substring of s1 starting at index k.

6) A lowercase version of s1

7) An uppercase version of s2

Sample Run

Note, in this sample run, the user’s input will be in bold. All of the output produced by the program will not be.
Enter your first string.

Mississippi

Which index do you want to search for?

4

Enter your second string.

River

Which character do you want to search for in the first string?

i

The 4 character in Mississippi is i.
The concatenation of the two strings is MississippiRiver.

The first occurrence of i in Mississippi is index 1.

The last occurrence of i in Mississippi is index 10.

The substring starting at index 4 of Mississippi is issippi.

A lowercase version of Mississippi is mississippi.

An uppercase version of River is RIVER.
