Homework Assignment: Craps

Write a program that allows the user to play multiple games of craps. You may utilize the code shown in class that executes one game of craps. Your program should first prompt the user for how much money they have to start with. Then it should ask the user if they want to play craps. If they answer yes, then ask them how much they want to bet on the game. Then, execute the game. If they win, then they make this much money, if they lose, then they lose this much money. Then once again, prompt the user to see if they want to play again. In the prompt mention how much money they have left. Repeat these steps until the user says they no longer want to play. At this time, print out a final message indicating how much they have won or lost and then finish the program. If the user has no money left, do NOT give them an option to play again, automatically exit the program.

You may assume that the user always bets a valid amount of money (positive but not more than he or she has).

Sample Run #1

How much money do you have to start with?

100

Do you want to play craps? You have $100 left.

y

How much do you want to bet?

50

You rolled a 6 on your first roll.

Press any key then enter to continue.

The game will continue.

Your first roll of a 6 is now your point.

If you roll that again before a 7. you win!

Press any key then enter to continue.

You rolled a 8 for this roll.

Press any key then enter to continue.

You rolled a 7 for this roll.

Press any key then enter to continue.

Sorry, you lose you got a 7 before the point.

Do you want to play craps again?

You have $50 left.

y

How much do you want to bet?

30

You rolled a 10 for your first roll.

Press any key then enter to continue.

The game will continue.

Your first roll of 10 is now your point.

If you roll that again before a 7, you win!

Press any key then enter to continue.

You rolled a 10 for this roll.

Press any key then enter to continue.

You win, you hit your point!

Do you want to play craps again?

You have $80 left.

n

Thank you for playing you lost $20 total.

Sample Run #2

How much money do you have to start with?

100

Do you want to play craps? You have $100 left.

y

How much do you want to bet?

100

You rolled a 6 on your first roll.

Press any key then enter to continue.

The game will continue.

Your first roll of a 6 is now your point.

If you roll that again before a 7. you win!

Press any key then enter to continue.

You rolled a 8 for this roll.

Press any key then enter to continue.

You rolled a 7 for this roll.

Press any key then enter to continue.

Sorry, you lose you got a 7 before the point.

Sorry, you can't play anymore because you are out of money.

Thank you for playing. You lost $100 total.

Resolve any ambiguities in this specification on your own, trying to make reasonable choices as to what to print out and what to do in situations not covered by the examples provided.
