COP 3223 Make Up Program #6 (for Fall 2004 semester)

For this program, you will read in input from a file and produce two output files. (Thus, there will be no user input and no output to the screen.) Your input file will be called students.txt. This file will store information about a group of students (no more than 100). Here is the input file format:

The first line will contain a single positive integer less than or equal to 100.

This indicates the number of  students in the file.

Each student record will appear on a single line after the first line. Here is the format for each student record:

LastName FirstName Gender Age Major

Here is a sample input file

After reading in the input file, create two output files, one with all the records sorted by the students' last names, then their first names (if they have the same last name) and a second file that has the students sorted by major followed by age (if they have the same major). Call the first file sortname.out and call the second file sortmajor.out. Here are the two corresponding output files for the input file above:
