Code-Writing

A common type of code people used to use in antiquity to write secret messages is a substitution code. In such a code, the two people who want to communicate with the code agree upon a substitution for each character. For example, the following is a part of a substitution code:

	Original Letter
	Code Letter

	A
	G

	B
	Q

	...
	

	Y
	E

	Z
	P


Using the code above, if someone wanted to write the word "BAY", they would instead substitute each letter for the code letter and send "QGE". You are to write a program that reads in a file and reads in a code alphabet from the user and then writes an output file that is the coded version of the input file. Your program should convert each lower and upper case letter to its code letter equivalent. Consider the following example:

Input file(input.txt)

Hello, this Is a test.

Sample Output
What is your input file?

input.txt

What is your code alphabet? Enter 26 consecutive letters, where the first letter is the code for A, the second the code for B, etc. in all capitals.

QWERTYUIOPASDFGHJKLZXCVBNM

What file do you want to write the coded output?

output.txt

Your output file has been written!

Results

After running the sample above, the output file output.txt should contain the following:

Itssg, ziol Ol q ztlz.
