Course Objectives

This course is designed to provide an introduction to the field of computing.  The central concept that underlies computer science is the algorithm and thus algorithms will be the primary focus of the course.  The course will focus on the conceptual tools necessary for constructing and analyzing algorithms as well as the implementation of algorithms using the C programming language.  Essential algorithmic concepts and techniques are introduced in this course that will remain valid throughout your studies of computer science.
