At other times, we may all need to put our heads together to solve a harder integration issue.  Someone can record faults for the Test Results documentation as we find them.  This is the idea of this session- we all are continual working to get the code finalized in the shortest amount of time, regardless of what part of the system we are working on.  We need to have a “whatever it’s gonna take” attitude.  Once the code is finished, we can quickly run through the 15 minute demo.
